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· Loses place when reading; repeats or skips lines

· Squints or frowns while viewing overheads or board

· Rubs or blinks eyes excessively
· Turns or tilts head when reading or working at desk

· Writes with irregular size and spacing

· Covers or closes one eye while trying to read board

· Holds materials too closely
· Has difficulty with close work

· Complains of headaches or blurriness
· Short attention space while reading or copying

· Overactive or lethargic behavior in class
If you notice any of these in the classroom, contact your school nurse 
and ask her to screen the child for a vision problem.
